Fortress Schedule & Discipline

Fortress interns are responsible for sharing the love of Jesus Christ with our youth. The
two main methods for accomplishing this task involve facilitating the daily schedule and
providing structure through discipline.

Each week during the summer, youth groups from all over the United States travel to
Fort Worth to minister to our children, youth and community. These groups prepare
crafts and field trips.

The interns are the hands-on link between the groups and the children. Interns are
responsible for making sure that daily activities are running on schedule. They lead the
mission group in the morning service projects. They are also the authority within their
respective groups, providing structure to the children through discipline.

Funding Information

As a non-profit urban ministry, Fortress does not have the budget to pay our interns;
therefore, our interns are asked to raise their own support if they would like to get paid
throughout the summer. Through fervent prayer, soliciting home congregations, family
members and individuals, most interns are able to reach our $3000 summer salary cap.
Paychecks are dispersed every 2 weeks. At the end of the summer, all remaining funds
will be paid out in one lump sum.

Room & board is provided for each intern.
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Intern Experience

Each summer, Fortress is blessed with interns from various schools throughout the country and
from a wide array of backgrounds. Therefore, each intern brings something unique to the table.

This always presents many opportunities for all of us to learn and grow. As an intern at Fortress,
you will be blessed with the opportunity to test and strengthen your faith.

We hope that aside from your work with the youth, you will become actively involved with other
aspects of our faith community. If you have ideas for new ministry styles of programs, make
them known.

"I am usually hesitant to say that | feel God wants me to do something or is leading me
somewhere. So many times, | have gotten excited about things | think God "wants" me to do,
only to have the doors shut. | exercise this caution because, for me, it is always easier to see
God's hand in a situation in hindsight, than to try to figure out His plans for me ahead of time.
This summer was no different. | prayed intensely about my decision to come to Fortress, but
essentially, it came down to the fact that is was close and works with inner city youth. Looking
back, however, | can see God's direct direction in the whole process. | learned so much about
what it means to share the love of God with people, no matter where they come from, what they
look like, or how they act. | witnessed the grace, peace, and zeal present in the service of all
the staff and volunteers at Fortress. During the internship | got to model that service to kids
from broken homes, kids who get overlooked, adults leading teenagers on a mission trip, and
teenagers who had no idea what they were in for when they signed up to go! No matter who we
are or where we are, we can always serve those we come in contact with, just as Jesus would.
I am glad He chose to show me that this summer through Fortress and | hope | can hold onto
the lessons that He so patiently taught me through my internship this summer.”
